Program design is an integrated, six to twelve month therapeutic 
community model based on the principles of social learning theory.  
 
Program participants are engaged in mutually supportive recovery in 
an atmosphere that is sensitive to the special needs of homeless 
veterans.

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ABOUT THE UNITED WAR VETERANS COUNCIL 

   
 
The United War Veterans Council of New York County (UWVC) is a 

501(c) 19 non-profit organization that is responsible for hosting and 

producing Veterans’ Day ceremonies and other recognition and 

memorial events in New York City.  We also provide a variety of 

services to New York’s veterans and their families.  Thousands of New 

Yorkers count on the UWVC and the role we play in serving America’s 

veterans. 

The UWVC is the keeper of a tradition that looks back to the Civil War, 

when veterans of the Grand Army of the Republic would meet each 

year to remember their fallen comrades.  This torch was passed to 

veterans of the Spanish-American War, World War I and World War II.  

Following the Second World War, the initial United War Veterans 

Council was convened to assume the responsibility for holding 

Memorial Day and Armistice Day (now Veterans’ Day) ceremonies.  

Today, the UWVC is one of the most respected organizations serving 

veterans in the country.  We have as its members representatives of 

major veterans’ groups throughout New York County.  Our 

membership includes veterans from all the Armed Forces who have 

served in time of war and peace:  World War II, Korea, Vietnam, the 

Dominican Republic, Panama, the Gulf War, Bosnia and other 

deployments.  We are in the process of welcoming a new generation of 

veterans into our fold –  the men and women who have served and are 

serving in Iraq, Afghanistan and other fronts around the world.    

The UWVC strives to uphold the words of Abraham Lincoln, who 

urged all Americans “to care for him who shall have borne the battle.” We 

invite you to help us achieve this mission, and to ensure that the public 

remembers the sacrifices of those who served.

On Tuesday, November 11, 2008, New York City observes the 89th Annual 
Veterans Day holiday. 
The highlight of the city’s commemoration is its annual Veterans Day Parade. 
Produced by the United War Veterans Council of New York County, with the full 
support of the City of New York, this non-profit, non-political event provides 
citizens and visitors from around the globe with the opportunity to salute the men 
and women who have defended our freedoms. 
The theme for this year’s Parade is “Legacy of Honor” which not only pays tribute 
to the service of veterans of all eras, but also serves to welcome back the Intrepid 
Sea, Air & Space Museum (herself a veteran of World War II, Korea and Vietnam) 
to her home on the West Side of Manhattan. This year also marks the 90th 
Anniversary of the Armistice that ended the First World War.  This ceasefire, 
which took place on November 11, 1918,  gave birth to Armistice Day, which in 
turn eventually became the Veterans Day holiday we observe today.  

The day opens with our traditional Opening Ceremony, which starts at 10:00 
AM at the Eternal Light Monument in Madison Square Park  This hour-long 
ceremony of remembrance and reflection features remarks by the Mayor, other 
senior elected officials, and special guests, as well as musical tributes, readings and 
our traditional wreath-laying ceremony, accompanied by a 21-rifle salute and the 
playing of “Taps”. 

The Veterans Day Parade begins shortly afterwards and proceeds up Fifth 
Avenue, from 26th to 56th street, in the heart of Manhattan. A reviewing stand is 
on 5th Avenue at 41th Street.  The Parade features thousands of participants, 
including veterans of all eras, currently serving military, ROTC and JrROTC units, 
civic and youth groups all accompanied by music performed by a dozen of our 
nation’s best high school marching bands.  Floats, military and vintage vehicles 
and other contingents add to the spectacle and excitement of the parade, which is 
viewed by hundreds of thousands of spectators cheering on our veterans and 
military.  Spectators can also visit the  “Thank You For Serving” station at Fifth 
Avenue and 41st Street to record a personal video greeting to our troops overseas  

In addition, this year only, a special contingent will depart the Grand Re-
Opening ceremony of the Intrepid Sea, Air & Space Museum on the West Side 
Highway and march along 42nd Street, joining the main parade in progress on 
Fifth Avenue  

Following the parade, the public is invited to a Veterans Day Street Fair on 56th 
Street between Madison and 6th Avenues. 

Thank you for coming out and showing your support for those who served, 
and for being part of a great New York City tradition!
